Setting Analysis Project

Objectives:


· Students will understand the significance of “setting” in a story and discuss how the setting impacts the background, character(s), conflict, and/or mood.
· Students will use imagery from the descriptions in the story to create complete scene illustrations.

Assignment:
 

1. Choose three main events from the story then draw each setting in detail (include all people and background items relevant to the event)
2. Each setting illustrated should include at least 2-3 sentences.

· The first sentence – describe what is happening in the scene.

· The next sentence – why this setting is important to the story: background, character(s), conflict, mood

3. Each scene should contain a cited example from the book that directly relates to the setting. Be sure to use MLA style.
Assessment: 

Each scene has the potential to earn 5 points and will be scored based on the criteria below. The total project is worth 15 points.
