Presentation Guidelines

Aim: Students will organize and present a pecha kucha speech (5 slides/35 seconds per slide) based on their iSearch research.

Requirements:

· 6 slides of pictures that will help visually share information about your issue.

· Timed for 35 seconds per slide.

· The 6th slide will be your MLA works cited page for your pictures

· Use note cards 

· Share why you were interested in topic, facts and information about topic in logical order, summarization of what was learned and the successes/frustrations throughout the process.

· Grabber, Introduce self and topic and a brief reason why you chose this topic

Card 2:  Subtopic #1 

Card 3:  Subtopic #2

Card 4:  Subtopic #3

Card 5:  Closing

· Summarize what you’ve learned, overall feelings about what you learned, and the challenges/successes you encountered going through the iSearch process

	· A visual image is used in the presentation to highlight an important part of what you’re speaking about.

· There’s a relation between the image and your message.
· The image does not distract the audience from the content.

· Each image is up for 35 seconds

· The last slide is a MLA formatted works cited page for all graphics used.
