PARAPHRASING
Standard 9.2.1 Reading: Construct Meaning:  Students will use annotation methods to identify organizational patterns and to make inferences while reading.

DEFINITION: putting someone else’s words into your own words without taking away the point from their statement. (**Not only includes changing words in the original sentence, but also changing the sentence structure.)
EXAMPLE:

Original Text:   “To be or not to be, that is the question.” – Hamlet
[image: image1.wmf]Paraphrased:  To exist, or not to exist, that is what I must figure out.  – me
Paraphrasing vs. Summarizing
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· A summary eliminates details, examples, and supporting points.

· A paraphrase describes the original text in different words. It does not omit details.
Example Paragraph

Jenny is a fifteen-year old student who attends a rural school.  She is very outgoing and participates in school activities such as cheerleading and Quiz Bowl.  Because her school is small, everyone knows her and she knows everyone in school.

Paraphrasing the Paragraph
The underlined parts show the information that complements or mirrors (paraphrases) the original paragraph.

**Jenny, a fifteen-year old girl, goes to a small school where everyone knows each other.  She is active in several extra-curricular activities including cheerleading and Quiz Bowl.

Summarizing the Paragraph
**Jenny is well known in her small high school and participates in school activities.

Surf: Big northwest swell due in on Wednesday

Surf along the north-facing shores of O'ahu is expected to reach 6 to 10 feet today, but much bigger waves are due in on Wednesday, the National Weather Service said.





A new northwest swell will arrive on Wednesday and build quickly overnight, forecasters said. The swell will peak Thursday with surf along north-facing shores likely exceeding the advisory level of 15 feet. 


Elsewhere today, look for surf of 4 to 6 feet along east- and west-facing shores, and 3 to 5 feet along south-facing shores with a few locally higher sets up to 6 feet.
