· A caption of the illustration at the top left.

· The author and title (underlined) printed vertically between the message and address spaces.

· A message addressed to you conveying something important from the story. It should capture the voice of the character and the mood of the story.

· The signature of the character from whom the message comes.
· MUST BE written legibly in black or blue ink OR typed out with a legible font.
