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Speech

AIM: Design an informative speech that is about your song’s artist using a power point presentation.

2. Transfer your outline to note cards or separate sheets of paper and prepare your speech.
3. Create a storyboard for your power point presentation using techniques learned through visual presentation lecture.
4. Using the rubric, PRACTICE your speech with a partner focusing on: content, voice, and body language.

	· Grabber gets the attention of the audience

· Speaker introduces them self

· Speaker introduces the topic clearly

· Speaker follows speech outline and information flows in a logical order

· Content is informative, clear and interesting.
	· Speaker communicates with effective rhythm

· Speaker articulates /enunciates words clearly

· Speaker varies tone as appropriate to convey meaning and maintain audience’s interest

· Speaker uses effective volume

· Speaker DOES NOT use filler words such as, “um, uh, like, yeah, so…”
	· Speaker stands up straight

· Speaker doesn’t fidget, dance, lean etc.

· Speaker uses body movements and gestures that enhance the presentation

· Speaker maintains consistent eye contact with audience throughout the presentation
	· Power point/Keynote presentation highlights main points and does not give too much information

· Visually, the presentation is appeasing to the eye.

· The powerpoint/keynote presentation is used as a visual aid; the speaker isn’t reading it word for word.
